As early as in the 80s and 90s,
Sherman Noir had several radio hits
with his former band "She's China".
Influenced by having been part of
numerous festivals and tours with
hippie legends such as Jethro Tull,
Ten Years After, Epitaph, Robert Plant
& Jimmy Page, Supertramp,
Wishbone Ash, Mountain, Amon Dudl
II, Eric Burdon & The New Animals,
and Lenny Kravitz (just to name a
few), as well as by the experiences
he gained through eight "She's
China" studio albums, the sound of
Sherman Noir has become more and
more personal.

Already his first solo album "Road
to India", produced together with
Mathis Richter-Reichhelm at the
Mahoni Studio in Berlin, conveys good
old hippie spirit into the 21st century
by its nowadays’ sound. During the
last two years on the occasion of a
lot of concerts, e.g. the live DVD "A
Symphony of Love and Peace" as
well as the CD "Live in Berlin", and
the unplugged album "An Acoustic
Evening at the Resort" were
recorded.

And now Sherman Noir's new studio
album "Demons & Diamonds" is to
be published - and it has turned out
to be probably his most intimate and
authentic work so far. The successful
combination of emotional depth and
joie de vivre is reflected by each of
the album'’s seventeen songs. Further-
more, the duet with Martin Kesici
("Angel of Berlin"), interpreting the
song "Two steps behind", and of
course the fruitful cooperation with
his friend Ken Hensley from Uriah
Heep who - in an absolutely match-
less manner - added his famous
hammond organ and his voice to the
songs "Roses in December" and
"Soldier's Song", have to be marked
as special highlights.
